When travelling to a show please take a moment to consider whether the route to the show is on a busy holiday route, and leave earlier to avoid increased time in traffic jams.


Ensure your dog is not sitting in full sunlight.  There should be plenty of free flowing air around the dog


Keep the dog in the shade – take your own shade, for example a large umbrella and always have plenty of water available to drink, so your dog stays well hydrated


Remember, if you feel hot your dog is very likely to feel much hotter and dehydrated, and this could lead to dire results.  Please look after your dog’s welfare.
